Anne Frank Comparative Essay

You will be writing a comparative essay that compares the play “Diary of Anne Frank” to the movie version.  This essay is worth 70 points.  Due by end of class—no excuses.  Zeros for not turned in papers.

Introduction 3-5 sentences—10 points

Introduce your essay topic using strong vocabulary.  It should tell the reader what to expect in your essay and grab their attention.

Paragraph 1 of Body (6-8 sentences)--20 points

Pick one of your subtopics from your note-taking sheet and describe how the text version was different from the movie version.  MAKE 2 arguments to support your claim.  Cite the page #s and scene from the text you are using.  (See example). Make sure it does not sound like a list.

Paragraph 2 of Body (6-8 sentences)--20 points

Pick a second subtopic from your note-taking sheet and describe how the text version was different from the movie.  AGAIN, make 2 arguments to support your claim and cite the page #'s and scene from the text you are using (See example).  Make sure it does not sound like a list.

Conclusion 3-5 sentences—10 points

Wrap-up your essay.  Make sure you use interesting vocabulary.

Vocabulary/Sentence Structure Use : 10 points

Use of strong vocabulary  and sentence structure is required.  Write like an end of the year 8th grader, not a second grader.

Editing (check for all unforgiveables)

When you're done, reread it twice before you print.  Fix ALL unforgiveables as it will be ½ point off for each one.
