Biography of __________________ Part Three: WHAT EFFECT HE/SHE HAD ON THE WORLD

In order to write a short biography of your person, you will need to do the following:

1. Learn about where, when, and how he/she lived.

2. Learn what kind of character, morals, and values he/she had.

3. Learn what effect he/she had on the world.
