Good Introductions (Received a 9 or 10)


Many of the main ideas from the short story “Call of the Wild” were also present in the movie.  Some though were left out.  However, the strong meaning from Jack London's original story was still there.  (9)


The movie, “Call of the Wild” accurately and throughly portrayed the main concepts of the original short story. There were however important and obvious differences.  At times, the movie undermined or even left out some important events and characters.  (10)

Good Conclusions (Received a 9 or a 10)

Although the movie lacked minor details of the short story “Call of the Wild”, Jack London's main points originally made were shown.  The theme “survival of the fittest” was clear in both texts. (10)


The movie and short story are similar and different in many ways.  Some details are exaggerated or left out of the movie.  However, both texts can teach us important life lessons about love, trust, and respect.  (10)


Stories and movies always have mnay elements that are changed, and many parts that are exactly the same.  “Call of the Wild” was no exception to this.  Buck struggles through many hardships, yet in the end, he stays true to his ancestors, and their “call of the wild”.  (9, I changed the word things from this student's original to make a 10)
