Using your notes, you will be given 30 minutes to write a rough draft of your comparative essay using your movie notes.  It must include the following parts:

Paragraph 1—Introduction (20 pts)—2-3 sentences-- MAY WANT TO WRITE LAST
Introduce your topic in 2-3 sentences.  What is your main points of contrast?  Use good vocabulary/figurative language to grab the reader's interest.

Paragraph 2—Comparison 1 (40 pts)

Describe ONE WAY the movie and short story were different .  Support your argument with 1-2 pieces of text support/evidence.  Do not write it as a list, and try to describe as well as you can your main points.  Approximately 4-6 sentences.
Paragraph 3—Comparison 2  (40 pts)

Describe A SECOND WAY the movie and short story were different.  Support your argument with 1-2 pieces of  text support/evidence.  Again, do not write as a list, and try to describe as well as you can your main points. Approximately 4-6 sentences.
Paragraph 4—Conclusion  (20 pts)

Bring your essay to a close in 2-3 sentences.  Remind the reader of your main points and use good vocabulary/figurative language.  Approximately 2-3 sentences.
Typing Directions (20 pts)

Title--”Call of the Wild” Comparative Essay (18 font, centered)

Your name and hour—12 font, under the title

Essay's body—12 font, single spaced in the paragraph, double space between paragraphs

Word Count-Double space under essay and type Word Count and then your total.  Total—should be between 250-300 words.
